MSU English Language Proficiency requirements

Reason or Purpose for Policy:
To assure that all applicants in a non-immigrant visa status have sufficient English proficiency to successfully complete their program of study.
Proof of proficiency in English is required for all applicants in a non-immigrant status, if their primary language is not English. Applicants must demonstrate a minimum English proficiency level of CEFR B2 for undergraduate studies and CEFR B2+ for graduate studies. 

To demonstrate the required proficiency level, applicants may choose one of the following options:
